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TRO Australia wishes to thank the donor communities at large, who have 

generously contributed towards our various appeals over many years. 

This year we have continued to deliver much needed humanitarian assistance to the internally displaced and resettled 

people of Northeast Sri Lanka, through various relief and rehabilitation programs. Over the past 12 months our focus 

has been on families who lost their loved ones, young and vulnerable women, destitute children and frustrated youth. 

With the support of various registered Community Based Organisations (CBOs) operating in the Northeast 

Srilanka, TRO Australia has provided extensive assistance in the areas, including: 

Ë Livelihood inputs, Ë Nutritional food supply to preschool children, Ë Early Childhood  Development programs, 

Ë Empowerment programs for resettled women, Ë Psycho-social development programs, Ë Community welfare 

assistance  programs, Ë Trade training workshops and assistance with cultivation of seasonal crops and poultry 

farming 

TRO Australia has expended a total of $404,000 towards these programs in period between June 2009 and 

November 2011, thanks to the overwhelming support extended by our donor community in Australia.  

The following programs have been undertaken as a direct result of your contributions:  

Preschool Nutritional Program 

The objective of this program is to provide preschool - aged children with balanced and nutritious diets. Children who 

are malnourished are unable to actively participate in educational activities and as such this program is aimed at 

ensuring children are able to actively participate in Early Childhood Development programs.  The food intake per 

child is approximately 75 Grams per meal and includes chick peas, green gram, cowpeas and a cup of milk.  

$25,095 has been disbursed for this program over the past 6 months. 
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Early Childhood Development and Education Program 

Assistance has been provided to resettled families to ensure their children continue with education. This also helps 
children reintegrate into normal life. The assistance includes: 

Ë Provision of Early Childhood Development activities, Ë Provision of learning materials to students, Ë Provision of 
teaching materials to teachers, Ë Assistance with wages for preschool teachers and Teacher training programs.  

A sum of $27,830 was expended for these activities to date this year. 

 

Psycho-Social Welfare 

Over the past year there has been a growing need for psychosocial assistance among resettled persons. Our 
assistance is extended to prioritised groups, including traumatised orphans and young widows suffering from 
depression.  

The activities undertaken with our funding include: 
Ë Counselling for stressed individuals, Ë Group counselling for traumatised children, Ë Counselling for families with 
conflicts in relationships and Grief therapy for widows and youth suffering from depression. 

In addition, Ë groups of traumatised children in institutionalised situations received ongoing counselling to improve 
their mental wellbeing and self-esteem. The outcomes of these programs and treatments are reflected in the 
positive attitudes,self-acceptance of strengths and weaknesses and reflection of mature relationships of the 
participants.  

A funding budget of approximately $40,000 has been allocated for 2011 for this challenging program, of which 

$30,085 has been distributed to date. 

Livelihood Assistance to Resettled Women 
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empowering war-affected resettled women to become self-sufficient. Widows under 35 years of age were selected 
upon completion of a needs assessment. They are then assisted with livelihood Inputs such as:   

Farming equipment, such as water pumps, Training in the preparation of food materials, food preservation methods 
and marketing, Assistance in the cultivation of vegetables and other small business activities. 

Some women in the group were also assisted with provision of seeds for the cultivation of seasonal crops such as 
green gram, cowpea and groundnut.  

A sum of $30,120 has been distributed to date for this program. 
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TRO Australia launched the Children�¶s Benevolent Fund in September 2009. This fund has enabled us to provide 

assistance to a wider group of children in need of relief, rehabilitation and basic education. This year assistance was 

extended to a considerable number of children, including those who are living in institutionalised situations and those 

in the care of families who are in a poor or vulnerable economic status. A selected group of 450 children in the Vanni 

district were provided with learning materials including exercise books, pens, pencils, school bags and food boxes. 

A sum of $8,060 was distributed for child welfare activities in 2011 via the �µChildren Benevolent Fund�¶. 

 

Trade Training Program 
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selected students in the Vanni area who were unable to complete their formal schooling, as a result of the war 

situation.  

A sum of $5,710 was disbursed to cover expenses relating to food and lodging, training materials and the initial set-

up of agriculture equipment.  
 

Poultry Farming Program 

In the Northeast, many resettled families are now headed by women whose husbands were either lost in the war or are 

missing. These women often need assistance in finding work to sustain their families. With the guidance of 

Community Based Organisations operating in the target areas in the Vanni, we commenced a �µpoultry farming 

program�¶ for such families in October 2011. Assistance has been extended to help set up cages, purchase day - old 

chicks, vaccines, chick food and cover other administration costs. 

A payment of $3,910 has been made for this program to date. 

Emergency Assistance - Flood Relief 

Emergency relief assistance was provided to flood-affected people in the Eastern Province of Sri Lanka during January 

and February 2011 in the areas of Valaichchenai, Vakarai, Kaluvanchikudi and Eravoor. 

The assistance extended included ̧ provision of cooked food, ̧ nutritional food items for children, ̧dry food items, 

ņon-food items and ̧sanitation / health related services. 

A total sum of $16,425 was distributed for emergency relief. 
 

For the past 19 years, TRO Australia has recognised Christmas as a day to remember and help the tens of thousands of 

internally displaced and resettled people in Northeast Sri Lanka. On this day, a Radio-thon will be held to raise money 

for humanitarian activities carried out by TRO Australia. We kindly request our friends and well-wishers to take part 

in this great event.
